The south shore of St. Thomas east of Long. 64° 58! 30"
was mapped at 1:5,000 scale as T-12952.

A comparison print showing differences noted Par. 62,
63, 64 and 65 is bound with the original of this report.,

62, COMPARISON WITH REGISTERED TOPOGRAPHIC SURVEYS:

A comparison was made with 1:20,000 scale copies of
1:10,000 Surveys T-3770 and T-3771, both dated 1918. Signi-
ficant differences are shown on the comparison print in biue.

In the area compared, T-12942 supersedes T-3770 and
T-3771 for nautical chart construction purposes. T-3770 and
T-3771 are the latest registered prior surveys of the area.

63. COMPARISON WITH MAPS OF OTHER AGENCIES:

A comparison was made with U.8.6.S. CENTRAL ST, THOMAS,
Vol., 1:24,000 scale, dated 1955. Significant differences are
shown in brown on the comparison print.

64, COMPARISON WITH CONTEMPORARY HYDROGRAPHIC SURVEYS:

The north shore of St. Thomas was compared with the un-
verified sounding overlay for Survey H-9601 (WH-10-2-76).
